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On March 07, 2014, Hazrat Khalifatul-Masih V (May Allah be his Helper) delivered
the Friday Sermon at the Baitul Futah Mosque, Morden, London.

Hence, one should show due respect to the followers of other religions. It is time we
all got united in condemning violence and in sowing seeds of love and compassion in
the world. The world today is in need of conferences like this, for we see that people
representing various faiths have come together here to discuss how to achieve peace in
the world. The conference is a testament to the tolerance, open-mindedness, and
pragmatism of the Ahmadiyya Community. Also, today’s conference is being held so
that we acknowledge the importance of tolerance and religious freedom in our society.
Indeed, these values are the fundamental principles of the Ahmadiyya Community.

Huzoor (May Allah be is Helper) said: The Prime Minister of the UK sent his
message for the conference congratulating the Jama‘at on holding the event and
praising the humanitarian work being done by the UK Ahmadiyya Community. He
particularly referred to the aid and assistance provided by the UK Jama‘at to the
people affected by recent floods in England.

Huzoor (May Allah be is Helper) said: | told the conference that God wants mankind
to reform itself and fulfil its obligations towards Him and His creation. By sending
His prophets into the world, God wills to establish high levels of spirituality among
mankind and help mankind establish a true relationship with Him by fulfilling the
rights it owes to its Creator.

Huzoor (May Allah be is Helper) said: God sent the Holy Prophet A0 into the

world as mercy for the whole mankind. Indeed, the Holy Prophet A taught
peace and harmony.



Huzoor (May Allah be is Helper) said: Just as the prophecy made by the Holy Prophet
54437 about the deterioration of the Muslims was fulfilled, so will the prophecy
regarding the improvement in the spiritual condition of the Muslims, which was
destined to take place with the advent of the Promised Messiah -1k pe fulfilled. The
Promised Messiah "= has appeared and he is the founder of the Ahmadiyya
Community. He has established the true teachings of Islam among his followers.

Huzoor (May Allah be is Helper) spoke of three prophecies made by the Promised
Messiah "=* and proved that they have come true.

Huzoor (May Allah be is Helper) said: After the demise of the Promised Messiah
r-1=4 his mission is being advanced by the institution of Khilafat in the Jama‘at. The
Promised Messiah “'=* has manifested to us the fact that Divine converse is not a
thing of the past, but rather the Living God speaks to His humble servants to this very
day and shows signs in their support.
